Competition Jobs & Investment Reduce Government

As new technologies begin to 
emerge, Georgia laws must be 
updated to reflect those changes so 
the state can stay competitive and 
create jobs.

Only 1 out of 10 Georgia voters 
believe traditional landline 
companies should remain regulated 
while Internet and cable providers 
are free of regulatory burdens. 

2 out 3 Georgia voters oppose 
government regulation in private 
business.   

Nearly 60 percent of 
Georgia voters favor 
reforming the law 
requiring customers 
of phone companies 
to subsidize 
customers of other 
phone companies. 

More than 60 percent of Georgia 
voters favor  legislation that would 
gradually decrease the redistribution 
of payments from larger phone 
companies to smaller phone 
companies.

A free marketplace fosters 
competition and innovation 
which leads to investment and 
job growth.

Only 1 out of 10 
Georgia voters 
think the state’s 
laws are more 
advanced than 
surrounding states.
